H.B., or Bur [Burgess] Drake was a schoolmaster at Eltham College during Peake’s
time there and they became and remained friends afterwards, to the extent that he
was godfather to Peake’s daughter Clare in 1949. Peake also illustrated two of
Drake’s books; The Book of Lyonne [1952], and The Oxford English Course for
Secondary Schools, Book One [1957]. Peake regularly presented copies of his books
to Drake and his wife Renée [usually addressed as Rene in Peake’s inscriptions],
usually on or shortly after publication. This is a sample of those books...
